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PHILADELPHIA (April 17, 2020) - Congressman Dwight Evans (PA-03) today announced
more than $82 million in federal funding will go to 16 higher-education institutions in
the 3rd Congressional District, with at least $41 million of that dedicated to emergency
financial aid grants for students.

In addition, Empire Beauty Schools in Pennsylvania will receive more than $8.6 million
through the program, of which at least $4.3 million will be dedicated to emergency
grants to students.

The funding is being provided through the CARES Act Higher Education Emergency
Relief (HEER) Fund. Evans said Pennsylvania will also receive $104.4 million through the
CARES Act Governor's Emergency Education Relief (GEER) Fund. That funding is a
flexible emergency grant designed to enable governors to decide how best to meet the
needs of students; schools, including charter schools and non-public schools; post-
secondary institutions and other education-related organizations.
