As the heod of the
College’s Legal Studies programs for 16 years before his passing, his
dedication fo the indusiry and to helping his students reach their
tullest potential was legendary.

Everyone who had the privilege of sitfing in one of Ed Miller’s classes
knew that he was a good teacher. He knew his siuff, prepared well, and explained clearty. What
made him great was that he truly cored about his students. He gave them his fime and lots of it. He
listened to them and lef them know he cared obout them. He leamed their names. He let them know
how they were doing with regular feedback. And when they did something good, he praised them -
and he meant it; nothing made Ed happier than seeing his students do well.

Miller, formerty of Haverford, Pennsylvania, was a pradiicing atiorney before he transitioned fo
education, where he believed he could have @ mere substantial impact on the indusiry he loved.

As an educaior, he maintained strong connections with the Philadelphia legal community fo ensure the
progrom was always teaching the skills needed most by employers. Under his leadership,
Peirce-frained paralegals became some of the most sought after job applicants in the region.
Addifionally, the Paralegal Studies bachelor’s degree program become the Philodelphia region’s first
and only to be approved by the American Bar Asseciation.

Peirce will award the scholarship annually to students majoring in Paralegal Studies, legal Studies in
Business or Criminal Jusfice Studies, who demonstrate o financial need and who embody the viriues of
commitment, scholarship and compassion that were emblematic of Miller's work.
